PAPER: 
 (1) 22x30” sheet of 140 lb. Arches rough, or cold pressed, or similar 100% rag watercolor paper  
 Eric recommends you paint on ½ sheet or larger. 
PENCILS: 
 HB pencil and Leads 
 Sketching Clutch Pencil - Optional: Nero Leads 
OTHER: 
 John Pike Palette (not the big well palette) or a similar palette with a large undivided mixing surface 
 4"x6"sponge (Eric likes the cellulose ones) 
 Sketch book (8 1/2 “x 11” or larger) 

Painting board: Large enough for full sheet (22x30), called Gatorboard. Can be cut to size and is light. 
 Four #4 bulldog clips or similar clips for attaching the watercolor paper to the watercolor board 
 Collapsible water bucket 
 Spray bottle (available at Wiegardt Studio Gallery- not available on the website) 

MORE: Cotton hand Towel (Eric uses cloth diapers), Kneaded eraser, Hairdryer (optional), Rubber  
gloves for clean-up (optional)
