We highly recommend that you purchase travel insurance to cover the

cost of your trip and workshop.

What´s the closest airport?      
The closest airport is Florida Keys Marathon Airport (MTH), which serves private and 
charter aircraft. Miami International Airport (MIA) and Fort Lauderdale-Hollywood Interna-
tional Airport (FLL) are the nearest commercial airports, each approximately a 2-hour drive 
from Marathon via the Overseas Highway. We recommend keysshuttle.com as they can 
transport from any of the airports listed, but you are welcome to book whatever service 
you prefer. *Students may wish to coordinate arrival times and share the cost of a shuttle 
together* The resort charges a $15/night fee for parking if you are considering renting a 
car. 

What should I bring? 
You will need to bring your own brushes, pencils, paper, palette, paints, portable easel 
and stool.
